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Faith That Works for God

How does Jesus want us to love Him today? What kind of faith 
works for Him? According to Jesus, it’s more than belief in Him; it’s 
behavior that loves others the way they need to be loved. True 
Christians do more than confess Christ as their Savior; they love Christ 
by caring compassionately for one another in their need. 
Matthew 25:31-46

I know I am His Sheep and not a goat by what I do, not by just 
what I believe. Sheep serve other believers in their real needs like 
Jesus the Good Shepherd did, and by doing so are actually loving 
Jesus in the way He wants us to love Him.
How do we love Jesus?
I was hungry and you fed Me!
I was thirsty and you gave Me a drink!
I was a stranger and you invited Me in!
I was naked and you clothed Me!
I was sick and you cared for Me!
I was in prison and you visited Me!

Review the opportunities to change lives and let God 
break your heart for those He wants you to care for.
3) Get involved doing something now as you pursue doing the main 
thing Jesus wants you to do for Him.

When we live the faith Jesus expects from us we receive a life 
beyond our greatest expectations! We get to see Jesus change lives, 
change communities and even change the world through us! Viva the 
Revolution of Christ in us!
